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The class has been divided into six differ-

ent groups including Public Relations, which tasks include advertising
and presenting to the community, delivering speeches using software
such as Keynote, Garageband, iMovie, and Pages. These students
spend time at evening meetings with various organizations such as
the Rotary Club, City Council, and the middle schools.

Interactive Museum is another group whose tasks include using
programs and technology such as Apple TV, LCD projectors,
iDVD, Final Cut Studio, Garageband, iPods, iPhoto, Keynote, and
Pages. Their tasks include meeting with the museum employees,
attending workshops, and setting up computer kiosks with keynote
programs.

Thethird group’s name is Static Museum. Those students spend time
looking at museum displays, and using technology and programs
such as Photoshop and scanners. Outside of school they spend time
working at the museum, and holding meetings with museum em-
ployees. Their final project will be a professional looking museum
display located in the AAHM.
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as SLR digital cameras, camcorders, Garageband, iMovie, iPhoto,
iTunes, and microphones. Their final project will be audio and video
Podcasts published and downloadable from iTunes, which will be
complete by all of their after school and evening homework, meet-
ings with museum employees, and workshops.

The final group is Web Design. They use iWeb, iPhoto, and Garage-
band to fully develop user friendly websites for the AAHM. They
also attend meetings with museumn employees, workshops, and often
spend time after school and during the evenings.

Every Monday and Wednesday we split into groups and work on
various tasks. Tuesdays, Thursdays, and Fridays are regular class
days where we are learning about President Reagan’s terms in office
during the history part of class, and in the English part of class, we
are reading and analyzing the novel One Flew Over the Cuckoo’s
Nest by Ken Kasey. Previously in the year we learned about Presi-
dent Carter and also constructed a speech entitled “I Believe” for
English requiring us to learn how to use and Podcasts. American
Culture is a very informative class and the skills we attain will be
carried with us for the vears to come.
